The Greyhounds missec
their first 13 shots in the contest, falling behind 10-0 and 16-2 before pulling within 22-20 with 5:45 remaining in the firs
half on a dunk by sophomore forwaBdandon Zaleski (Hackettstown, NJ/Hackettstown HS) The Blue Jays ex-
tended their lead back to double figures at 34-23 with 2:14 left in the half but the Greyhounds would pull within five at
halftime, 34-29. Moravian tied the game for the first time at 40-40 with 15:29 left in the second half on a lay-up by
senior forwardKen Greb (Mount Holly, NJ/Rancocas Valley Regional HS)The teams would trade baskets until
Elizabethtown went on a run that would give the Blue Jays a 64-56 lead with 3:49 tdgleski, who scored a game
and season high 32 points, started the Moravian comeback with a lay-up and a jumper.
