The Greyhounds finished the first half of the 2002-03 Commonwealth Conference in a tie for first place after
falling to Susquehanna University, 85-73, on the road in conference action. Moravian held a 37-35 halftime lead but th
Greyhounds went 4:38 without scoring which Susquehanna turned a nine-point deficit into a two-point lead. The Cruse
ers shot 50 percent (14 of 28) in the second half and the squad was 21 of 28 from the foul line in the game’s second 2(
minutes while the Greyhounds shot just 41 percent (13 of 32) and eight of ten at the charity stripe. Moravian had three
players score in double figures led by 21 points from senior foriéandGreb (Mount Holly, NJ/Rancocas Valley
Regional HS) Greb also had ten rebounds in the contest.
